The word "young" in our name doesn't refer to age rather to the fact that minister or ministry is still running with the vision. 

From Experience the founder of COYMI knows that many ministers usually feel lonely with no one to talk to, pray with, and to share 

challenges they are constantly faced with in their lives, homes and ministries, although they carter for a host of audience through 

counseling, prayer and fellowship. The question to ask is, where should these ministers go to when they need someone to talk to? The 

answer to this question inspired the formation of Communion Of Young Ministers International to serve as a shelter for ministers 

across the globe.
